Saturday Academy Program Application Overview 

 
Dear potential YEAH applicant, 
 
Thank you for your interest in becoming a part of the successful and innovative YEAH 
program here at the Haas School of Business. I wanted to take a minute to go over the 
general details of the program and the application process with you. 
 
The YEAH Saturday Academy is a two-year business program for local Bay Area students 
that are interested in business or becoming more competitive in the real world. Participants 
learn about the principles of business, teamwork, leadership, public speaking and computer 
skills. 
 
The application is open for current 8th grade Bay Area students. In addition, there are a very 
limited number of seats to be filled by current 9th grade students. Although all students are 
welcome to apply, we give preference to students in the following categories: low income 
households (Cal Grant eligible), public high-school, student GPA 2.0-3.5, and students who 
would be the first in their family to graduate from a four year college. 
 
Currently this program is free of charge for the student, which makes for a very competitive 
application process. Please take your time with your applications and fill it out completely. 
The applications are due no later than April 3, 2009.  
 
Once received, the applications will be reviewed. All students who submit a completed 
application will be offered an interview in early May. Students accepted into the program 
would begin a summer session from July 13th to the 24th Monday through Friday 
from 9:30-4:30 at the Haas School of Business. After the summer session, we start the 
Saturday morning (9:00-12:00) meetings once a month in the fall semester and twice a 
month in the spring semester.
